Choosing when and how to use blended requires a deep understanding of
curriculum design: knowing what activities are done best in person, in groups, or
out of class. An ideal blend involves activities that require students to interact
with the content, the and each other as they "inquire" about a topic, an
issue, or complete a task as a community of learners.

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BUILDING ENGAGEMENT USING THE

COMMUNITY OF INQUIRY (COI)
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The 3 Presences

Social presence is the ability of learners to project their personal characteristics into the
9 community of inquiry, thereby presenting themselves as ‘real people’ (Rourke et al.,

2001).

Cognitive presence is the extent to which the participants in any particular configuration
of a community of inquiry are able to construct meaning through sustained
communication (Garrison et al., 2001)

~ . Teaching presence is defined as the design, facilitation, and direction of cognitive and
| social processes for the purpose of realizing personally meaningful and educational
worthwhile learning outcomes (Garrison et al., 2001).
